Learned and Inherited Behaviors

1. Traits- characteristics that are passed on to you from your parents 

Example: talkative

2. Chromosomes- thread-like structure that contains genes

· They are found in the nucleus

3. Heredity- the passing of inherited traits from your parents to offspring.

· Eye color,  hair color

4. Instinct- an inherited behavior which is done automatically

· Blink, cry
5. Dominate gene-  a gene that stronger and appears more often.  Represented by a capital letter 

· Example: B

6. Recessive- appears less frequently and is represented by a lower case letter

· Example: b

7. Allele- B or b

8. Offspring- babies

9. Phenotype- the description of a trait

· Example: blue eyes

10. Genotype- the gene pair for a trait- the “internally coded, inheritable information” carried by all living organisms-the gene pair for a trait        Ex: bb
11. Behavior- how you act

12. Learned traits- things that you learned or were taught and are not done automatically

· Write, read, walk, sports, and talking

13. Inherited traits- things that you were born and are passed from your parents to you

· Eye color, hair, skin color, height, hitch-hikers thumb, tongue rolling, attached earlobes, dimples
14. Heterozygous- when two genes for a trait are different.

· Example: Bb or Tt

15. Homozygous- when the two genes are the same.

· Example: BB or bb

16. Gene – Information that controls traits and are located on chromosomes.
