A.)  Civil War and Reconstruction:
Slavery, Missouri Compromise, Kansas-Nebraska Act, Dred Scott, Anaconda plan, Jefferson Davis, Robert E. Lee, Ulysses S. Grant, Abraham Lincoln, Emancipation Proclamation, Battle of Gettysburg, Battle of Vicksburg, Appomattox Courthouse, Reconstruction, Black Codes, Carpetbaggers, Andrew Johnson, Freedman’s Bureau, Thirteenth Amendment (abolishing slavery), Fourteenth Amendment (guaranteeing all citizens the US civil Rights and equality), Fifteenth Amendment (guaranteeing voting rights for former slaves), Jim Crow laws, Frontier Life, Homestead Act, Gold Rush, Native American Reservations.
B.)  Westward Expansion & Industrialization:

1.)  Inventions- Telephone (Bell); Light Bulb (Edison); Telegraph (Morse); 

2.) Transcontinental Railroad- (Promontory Point, Utah- Golden Spike; Nationwide Railroad)

3.)  Andrew Carnegie (steel industry- Bessemer Process)

4.)  John D. Rockefeller (Oil Business- Monopoly)

5.)  Labor Union (American Federation of Labor)

6.)  Panama Canal- Shorten the trip by boat from east to west coast

7.)  Spanish American War
C.)  Immigration & Urbanization

1.)  Urbanization (many people moved to the cities)

2.)  Immigration- mainly came from southern & eastern Europe (especially Poland, Italy, Austria-Hungary, Greece, & Russia)

3.)  Great Migration- Large number of African Americans leaving the south for northern cities like Chicago & Harlem.

4.)  Women- Nineteenth Amendment (right to vote for women), Susan B. Anthony

5.)  Child Labor Laws- Theodore Roosevelt

D.)  World War I
1.)  The Causes- rivalries between countries, Nationalism & Imperialism (competing for colonial claims)

2.)  Alliances between countries- Central Powers (Germany) & Allies (U.S. & Great Britain)

3.)  U.S. changing from Isolationism to joining the Allies (sinking of the Lusitania by German U-Boats.

4.)  League of Nations- formed by Woodrow Wilson, but failed without army

5.)  Treaty of Versailles- Germany give up land, pay war debts, and not build army- led to WWII.

E.)  Roaring Twenties & The Great Depression

1.)  Henry Ford- Tin Lizzies, mass production, automobile industry, & assembly line- Lead to rise of many industries.

2.)  Charles Lindbergh- first to fly across Atlantic; Amelia Earhart, first woman flying across Atlantic.

3.)  Georgia- Boll Weevil- Georgia farmers were having economic difficulty due to this insect.  Great affect on cotton crop; Georgia farmers could only survive by growing other crops such as peaches, peanuts, and pecans.

4.)  Prohibition- 18th Amendment (prohibiting making, selling, transporting of alcohol.)

5.)  Causes of Great Depression- stock market crash, banking system, overproduction of goods, surplus from farming (WWI), Dust Bowl

6.)  New Deal- short term help- gave hope;  social security, created jobs

F.)  World War II

1.)  Fascism & Dictators (Hitler & Mussolini) went against Treaty of Versailles- took over Europe.

2.)  Axis Powers (Japan, Italy, & Germany) & Allies (U.S., Great Britain, France, & Later Soviet Union).

3.)  Who-  Stalin (Soviet Union); Churchill (Britain); Hitler (Germany); Mussolini (Italy); Roosevelt/Truman (U.S.)

4.)  U.S. participated in Lend-Lease policy (lending war materials needed to Allies).  Stayed Isolationists until Pearl Harbor Bombing 12/7/1941.

5.)  Internment Camps & the Holocaust-  relocation of Japanese Americans (internment camps) and of Jewish People (Holocaust- also included gypsies, disabled, mentally ill.)

6.)  D-Day- (Turning point of war in France, surrounded Germany troops- Hitler surrendered and killed self); VE day (Victory in Europe- result of D-Day); VJ Day (Victory in Japan- use of 2 atomic bomb- Hiroshima; Japan surrendered 3 days later)

7.)  United Nations created to maintain world peace.

G.)  Cold War & Post War
1.)  Two superpowers- U.S. & Soviet Union.  Use of words & propaganda- no war.
2.)  Communist system vs Capitalist system

3.)  NATO (North Atlantic Treaty Organization- to protect Western Europe from Communist Invasion); Warsaw pact (to protect Communist nations from Capitalist invasions)

4.)  Berlin Airlift- assisting Capitalist West Berlin from Communist Stalin’s blockade of food and electricity.  

5.)  Korean War- Communist North Korea tried to take over Capitalist South Korea, U.S. & China forces pulled in- led to stalemate.  Military protected borders for long time.

6.)  Space Race- Soviet Union launches first man-made satellite.

7.)  Cuban Missile Crisis- U.S. discovers Soviet Union building Nuclear Missiles off of Cuba coast- first Communist nation in Western Hemisphere.

8.)  Vietnam War- Country tried to be placed under Communist rule- Johnson sent troops to Vietnam.  After his withdrawal, communists took over Vietnam.

H.)  Civil Rights Movement

1.)  Racial Segregation- Truman ordered an end to it in Armed Forces

2.)  Brown vs Board of Education- Supreme court ruled unconstitutional to segregate (separate) schools based on race.

3.)  1964 Civil Rights Act- Prohibited discrimination based on race, religion, gender, etc.
4.)  Montgomery Bus Boycott- Rosa Parks arrested for not giving up her seat to a white passenger.  Martin Luther King, Jr. organized a boycott, leading to Civil Rights movement.

5.)  Affirmative Action- began by Civil Rights Act- promoted hiring of minorities & Women.

6.)  “Great Society”- President Johnson introduced programs such as Medicare, aide of education, & assistance to inner cities & rural districts.

A.)  Branches of Government

1.)  Legislative- Congress (Senate & House of Representatives)- Make the Laws (rules made by government)

2.)  Judicial- Supreme Court- interpret the laws; Checks and Balances

3.)  Executive- President- Enforces the laws

B.)  Types of Governments

1.)  Monarchy- king or queen with authority

2.)  Dictatorship- power is in the hands of one person or small group.  People’s rights not guaranteed.  

3.)  Democracy- rule by the people- citizens vote directly.  U.S. a Republic (representative democracy where we elect our leaders to make decisions).

C.)  Political Cartoons- Be able to understand & interpret.  Uses symbols, has a viewpoint, & often a message.

A.)  Five Themes of Geography:
1.)  Location- where something is located in relation to other things.  (Direction)
a.)  Relative Location-  position of a particular place on Earth’s surface in relation to other locations, such as nearby, corner of, etc.

b.)  Absolute Location- exact position of a particular place using longitude and latitude.

i.)  Longitude- Vertical lines that run up and down from the North to South Pole.  (Long over the Earth) Prime Meridian is 0 degrees Longitude.

ii.)  Latitude- Horizontal lines that run across the Earth; measure from the Equator (0 degrees).
2.)  Place- Special features of a location. (Topography, landforms, etc.)

3.)  Region- Common characteristics (such as climate, topography, etc.)

4.)  Movement- movement of goods, services, ideas, & people from place to place.

5.)  Human Interaction- ways in which people affect their environment & how the environment shapes what people do.

B.)  Processing Skills:

1.)  Time Zones-  determined by longitude; 24 total time zones, 4 on U.S. mainland.

2.)  Calendar

a.)  24 hours=1 day; 7 days=1 week; 52 weeks=1 year; 

b.)  365 days = 1 year; 10 years = 1 decade; 10 decades (100 years) = 1 century

3.)  Time lines- be able to interpret; chronological order.

4.)  Fact and Opinion; Main Idea; Primary & Secondary Sources; Compare & Contrast; Cause & Effect; Draw Conclusions & Generalizations
