1. scribble:  to write down fast or silly

2. describe:  to write down

3. script:  words written down that are spoken in a play, movie, or television show

4. prescribe:  when a doctor orders medicine and writes a request before a patient can have it filled

5. prescription:  the written request for medicine that a doctor orders for a patient

6. subscribe:  to write one’s name under the order form and order a magazine or other product

7. scripture:  sacred writings or book

8. inscribe:  to write on a surface

9. inscription:  a written message on a surface
10. manuscript:  a book or text written by hand
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
